Abstract needs to be written to focus on Purpose, Design, Methodology, Approach, Results, and Originality/Values if any. It is required to have around 250 words. (One column)
Keywords: Keywords are listed in order by Alphabet, list (3 - 6 keywords, the last keyword)
The heading of each section should be printed in small, 11pt, left justified, bold, Times New Roman. You must use numbers 1, 2, 3, … for the sections' numbering. (Two columns)
 1   Introduction
The introduction section needs to be rewritten with much better motivation and provide the context for this work. It should include:

1) Contextualization.
2) Importance/Relevance of the Theme.
3) Research Question.
4) Objectives.
All references should be cited in the text as: 
JBAAR is using the Vancouver (Numbered) style.
2 Materials and Methods
Materials and methods must include study design, methods adopted/used along with references, and statistical information. It must be enough to allow experiments to be reproduced. Any previously published research work can also be cited and notification should be mentioned clearly. 
3 Results
Results of research articles or manuscripts should be presented with clarity. This should describe the design of the experiment and the obtained results. All tables, figures, graphs, statistical analyses, and sample calculations should be presented in this section.
Figures and Tables Format
Footnote
Positioning Figures and Tables (one or two columns): 
Figures and Tables should be black and white, or in color, embedded in a Word file, and numbered sequentially; Prepare all figures, especially line diagrams, to the highest possible standards.
Large figures and tables may span across both columns. Figure captions should be below the figures; table heads should appear above the tables. Insert figures and tables after they are cited in the text. Use “Figure 1:” in this paper. Figures and Tables should be numbered as follows: Figure 1, Figure 2, Figure 3, … etc Table 1, Table 2, Table 3, ….etc.
4 Discussion
The discussion part of the research paper includes the significance of the results related to the study, comparative analysis with similar or related works along proper citation. Avoid stating too many citations and ensure to include recent references. 
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1. The style is Vancouver style. You can use a “Reference manager” such as EndNote and apply this easily.

2. A number is allocated to a source in the order in which it is cited in the text. If the source is referred to again, the same number is used.

3. In the text use numerals (1,2,3,4,5,6,7,8,9) in curved brackets ( ).

4. The references numbers appear in the order as in the text.
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
